Liqun Cao (Ph.D., the University of Cincinnati, 1993) is Professor of sociology and criminology at Ontario
Tech University, Canada. His research interests include comparative sociology, criminological theory, police
legitimacy, policy on ascetic deviance, race and ethnicity in criminal justice etc. He is the author of Major
Criminological Theories: Concepts and Measurement (2004) and leading co-author of Policing in Taiwan:
From Authoritarianism to Democracy with L. Huang and I. Sun (2014). He also co-edited Lessons of Interna-
tional/Comparative Criminology,/Criminal Justice with J. Winterdyk (2004) and The Routledge Handbook of
Chinese Criminology (2014) with I. Sun and B. Hebenton. His co-authored paper “Crime volume and law and
order culture” (2007) won the 2008 Academy of Criminal Justice Sciences’ Donal MacNamara Award — the
best article of the year. He has published two books in Chinese. He was a visiting scholar at Max-Planck In-
ternational Criminal Law and Criminology (2000) in Germany, a Fulbright Senior Specialist in Lithuania (2004),
and the Honorary member of Albanian Institute of Sociology. He is the founding president of Association of
Chinese Criminology and Criminal Justice in the U.S. (2010 to 2012). He was a former presidential candidate

of Academy of Criminal justice Sciences (2020). (Continued on page 16)
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Que Sera, Sera

| borrow the phrase from the lyric by Doris Day as my title of this interview because | believe that | really do
not have much to offer for the future criminologists. " Que sera, sera, for whatever will be will be. The future
is not ours to see.” My own life has been quite haphazard and my trajectory to become a criminologist was

not predestinated, but largely by chance.

In 1986, | was enrolled in the graduate study at the department of sociology, the University of Cincinnati.
Then | met Professor Francis T. Cullen, who had a joint appointment at the department of sociology and
who was Paula Dubeck’s husband. Paula was the sociology department head. A few simple chats with Frank
convinced me that he would be my best bet to survive sociological challenge. At that time, | had no inten-
tion to stay in the US. | was quite nationalistic as a product of my time and of my education back in China.
Three years later, the June 4™ Massacre of 1989 in Beijing changed me. It was a dividing point in my life and
in my ideology. The bloody massacre totally sapped my confidence in the Chinese government. | gradually
became a cosmopolitanist: a world citizen who prioritizes human rights over nationalism, religion, and a
whole bunch of other concerns. | became a naturalized American citizen in 2000. Eight years later, | accepted
a position to teach and to do research at a Ph.D. program in Canada — my current institution: Ontario Tech

University.

Who has most influenced your work?

Francis T. Cullen and Paula Dubeck have been the most influential in my work as well as in my life. Indeed,
both of them guided me through my master’s thesis as well as my Ph.D. dissertation. | owe my entire aca-
demic life to them. When | met Frank, he was on his rise to become a star criminologist in the US. His book
"Reconfirming Rehabilitation” established him as a scholar of correction, and he was contemplating his theo-
ry of social support in the early 1990s. The theory was formally debuted in 1993, the year that | received my
Ph.D. degree. | have published several articles testing the key propositions of the theory since (Cao and Bur-
ton, 2020; Cao, Burton, and Liu, 2018; Cao and Zhang, 2017; Liu, Wang, Chui, and Cao, 2018; Zhang and Cao,
2012; Zhang, Cao and Vaughn, 2009). Building on and extending your mentor’s research is the best way to
return his/her favor to you. Although Frank has been a tremendous impact in my research, | was also side-

tracked by many other issues of criminology/sociology, such as ascetic deviance.

How are you able to publish so much?

Compared with my other co-authors, my publications in terms of the number is quite normal, not high. Ste-
ve Stack could publish 6 to 7 referred journal articles per year consistently when | met him and Frank could
publish 5 to 6 referred articles plus books (both edited and monographs) per year. My average over the
years (1993-2019) is about 3 referred journal articles plus a few invited and/or book reviews. The key for
continued publications is to make friends with the people that you admire and/or whom you share interests.
Or as a middle-aged scholar, you may want to promote a prodigy. A co-authorship is a good way to expand
your research networks and often to galvanize your research. Frank has the most co-authors in criminology-
circle in the world. | am perhaps having the most co-authors among Chinese American criminologists. Of
course, there are sometimes drawbacks of coauthorship, but overall the benefits outweigh the drawbacks for

me. It is especially so when | focus on friendship, respect, and the number of citations.

Do you ever get writer's block?

Yes, of course. It is quite normal that you encounter a situation that you could not continue or finish a work
as you had previously desired. A lot of my time was wasted in untangling snafu. Being flexible is critical and
being practical is also pivotal. As the saying goes, where there is a will where is a way. Be persistent and

perseverant. | am sure that you will, like every other scholar, overcome the block. We should also remember

that the tendency to procrastinate is to different degrees with everyone.

How many different research projects do you tend to work on at one time?

| always keep a to-do list when there are more than three tasks. In general, | was able to accomplish them
although | do not always finish them in the order that | intended. | did not always have such a list, and more
often than not, | went by without much to do. Partially because | had been teaching in institutions without a
Ph.D. program for a long time, | have formed a habit of developing my own research agenda instead of be-
ing driven by an agenda of others, such as your students’. Everything has two sides. Teaching universities

have the advantage of allowing you to develop a balance between teaching and research.

Do you have a specific time of the day when you prefer to do research?

No. There are many life events that demand our attention, such as raising a family. | believe that setting a
priority in life is important. Once you get the priority right, you just do things naturally. Role conflicts are
part of life. Sometimes | just could not work while other times | could not sleep if | do not write down

something.

How many pages do you tend to write per day?

| have not really set up any fixed pages per day for my work. Before | was promoted to the full professor, |
kind of had a soft goal to publish two referred articles per year. Afterwards, | did not have any goals, but my
actual numbers have increased. The number comes naturally when you are persistent. If your priority is the
quantity, then it may be a good idea to set up a fixed number of pages to work on. This is particularly good
when you are working on a book. If your priority is on the quality, it is my advice that you do not force
yourself into writing unless you feel strongly to do so. Leisure produces the best quality of work while the
deadline almost always hurts the quality. As the saying goes, “it takes time to build castles” or “Rome is not

built in one day.”

Are you a generalist?

Yes. | define myself as a sociology-trained criminologist. The spirit of nonchalance in specialization has guid-
ed my life so far and it will continue to do so. | have a broad interest in life and in research. As a result, | do

both criminological specific research as well as sociological research. It seems difficult to define my research.

What constitutes a specific research year for you?

Again, there is no fixed number. | pay more attention to the quality of work than the quantity of the work.
Although I'd like to publish in top-tier journals, it is not always possible to do so. According to "Google
Scholar,” my most cited article was published in a journal that was out of business (Cao, Liqun, James Frank,
and Francis T. Cullen. 1996. Race, community context, and confidence in the police. American Journal of Police
15: 3-22). My most innovative work is not published in the top-tier journal (Cao, Liqun. 2004. Is American
society more anomic? A test of Merton’s theory with cross-national data. /nternational Journal of Compara-
tive and Applied Criminal Justice 28: 15-31.). In general, it is more important to get your research out than

to let it idle or to aim solely at the top-tier journals.

Do you set specific productivity goals in terms of quantity and quality?

No. Like the fixed number of pages per day, setting up unrealistic goals does you more harm than good.
Personally, | believe that the quality is more important than quantity at this stage of my life, but we must
also keep the administrative demand in mind. For them, the number is almost always more important than
the quality. Keeping an active research agenda is just as important as setting up a goal. Your assiduous ef-
forts will bring you to the fore. The productivity goal will be derailed one way or another in today’s unpre-

dictable world.

What would you advise junior faculty and graduate student?

The glories of academic success have been discussed ad nauseam. Let's face it, all readers of this newsletter
are quite successful in their own way, considering English is not our mother tongue. The relentless pursuit of
perfection — in academic status, relationships, publications — often leads to stress, anxiety, and depression.
Focus on the blessings hiding in our daily lives, and celebrating the way things are rather than how they
should be. Accept our imperfections and make the most of life. Your life is larger than your research. Your
life defines your research, not the other way around. The best way to return your mentor’s favor is to con-
tinue to cite their works and takes troubles to nominate them for various awards. Of course, if research is
your calling, go for it. If it is a means for a better living, just do enough to get by. Teaching is as meaningful
as research. Provision of services to your community and your university is also important. Devote to your
family and develop a hobby. All these non-research activities will make a better person out of you and you

will be happier and healthier.
